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VEON::  Mr. Fox, May I ask you a question please?  Mr. Fox When the Free Trade Areas of the Americas is totally effective, there are 13 commonwealth countries in our hemisphere, how do you see an integration of the Parliaments and the Congresses?

F0X:  Well up to now what we have is regional integration--like we have in NAFTA North America, United States, Canada and Mexico. And then you have Mercosur [Brazil, Argentina, Uruguay, Paraguay, Bolivia, Chile, Columbia, Ecuador, Peru (Venezuela had not ratified yet)] and then you have the Andean Pack [Bolivia, Columbia, Ecuador, Peru, Venezuela] and the Central American Network. So it is regional blocks building toward a continental block but we are very slowly advancing in that direction. I think the first step has to be taken by the Executive branches by governments themselves and then later on get the support of parliaments and get the support of the judiciary . But at the beginning it must be the Executive Branch.  We’re deeply committed in the process building that continental agreement which would be to the better of both the continent of the Americas and specifically it would be to the better of the poorer nations like the case of Nicaragua, Bolivia and those. 
VEON:  When do you see the Amero coming into being?

FOX: The continental agreement?

VEON:  No, a common currency.

FOX: No, far away yet..  We need first a trade agreement and the we would move into an integrated currency.
